Eligibility Requirements:

· No self-nominations will be accepted.

· Nominee’s work must have positively impacted inclusive practices or policies for students and/or adults who have moderate to severe disabilities.
· Nominee’s work must have involved a number of students, teachers, parents, and/or community members.

· Nominee’s work must demonstrate a sustained effort that has been in place for more than a year and is likely to continue to have an impact in future years.

· Nominee must be available for phone interview and/or a visit by AzTASH Legacy Award committee members.
